Jims Tip: We’ve heard lots of 

times about the importance of 

“speed control”. As important, in 

my opinion, is “loft control”. Vari-

ances in the amount of loft can 

have negative results as well. It 

affects the degree of skid, how the 

ball reads the midlane, rev rate, 

etc. What causes these variances? 

Usually, your grip snugness or 

grip pressure or both. Only a snug 

grip and proper span can allow a 

consistent, repetitive release.
